ATHANASSIADIS  TASSOS

Member of the Greek Academy.

       Tassos  Athanassiadis was born in 1913 in Salichli, a town near Izmir, Asia Minor. In 1922, after the events which drive the Greek Population away from Asia Minor, he came to Athens as a refugie. He read the Law at the National University of Athens and practiced it for a few years. He became, in succession, general Secretary, Theatre Director of the Greek National Theatre, and President of the Board of the Greek National Opera.

        He has received the greatest number of literary awards and prizes ever conferred upon a Greek author, including five Greek State Prizes, and two Athens Academy ones. In 1988 he was awarded the “Ipeksi” Prize of Greek and Turkish détente for his novel “The Children of Niobe”. He was also honoured with the Cross of Grand Officer of Phoenix by the President of Greek Democracy  and recently with the Great Prize Herder of Germany.

       He is a member of the National Society  of Greek Authors and since 1986 full Member of the Athens Academy, depertment of Modern Greek Arts and Letters.

       Poet, prose writer and dramatist, author of children’s literature, translator, anthologist, magazine publisher, critic, medical doctor, researcher, journalist.        Kypros Chrysanthis is one of the most  prolific Greek authors, an author who is known well beyond the geopolitical boundaries of Hellenism, while his works have been translated into many languages.

       Chrysanthis is also one of the most inportant connecting links in the cultural life of Cyprus, especially over the last thirty years, both with his literary  work as well as with his duties on a number of  cultural   associations. He is the publisher and editor in chief  of the magazine Pnevmatiki Kypros, chairmain of the board of directors of the Greek Cultural Association of Cyprus, of the Association of Cyprus Studies and of National Association of Greek Writers of Cyprus. A  BIOGRAPHY
Vasilis Fate - Dede comes from the village of Nivitsa , an area of Kourvelesi . When he was only thirteen years old , his first poems were published and his first book “ The Dawn Star ” came out in 1966 , when he was still a student at the Medical University . It was exactly because of this that his Professor shouted at the student : " Either a Doctor , or a Poet !! , The two don't go together " , and sent him out of the oral examinations in those very difficult and tragic years , among so many distorted " truths " .

He worked as a Doctor in villages and various hospitals for more than twenty years and in those days it was " forbidden " to live in the capital of Tirana . Due to the                    " atmosphere " which prevailed there , all his collections of poems were quietly " hidden " until 1991 : The poet , a worshipper of Greek literature from a very young age , ( his grandfather Maximos Dedes was of Greek origin and the poet's father ,  a well known patriot, knew the Greek and English languages excellently as he had worked in Boston in America for thirteen years) came to Greece.

His first book in the Greek language  “Birth of the Birds of Love ” ,  was published in Athens in 1997 and the poet gained the respect of many well - known literary writers with this work of his and they wrote about him in newspapers and magazines . Continually inspired by Greece and its antiquity , full  of  love for life and people ,  with philosophical thought and particular lyricism ,  his second book in the Greek language  " Where are you , my Mother the Sea " ,  came out a year after the first book . It was a work of poetry , a hymn to the sea ,  as was  emphasized in many articles which were published about the book,  a work of  art about love and life . His book  “ My eyes ask for you ”, came out  in 1999 and at the same time the poet became well known in our country .  His collections of poems  " An  interminable yearning " ,  “ Yesterday I saw you in a dream ” , and           “ Dawn of Peace ” ,  followed in turn and were published and in a period of fruitful creativity ,  the poet continued  to offer us works of brilliance .

His poems have been translated and published in Italy , France , Australia and more recently in England ,  America ,  India ,  Germany ,  etc.

In Greece , amongst other things ,  the poet was honored  with a Diploma of Honor and the Three - leafed Laurel by reason of :  " His contribution to and Love of Literature and People "  (1998) with a Diploma of Honor and First prize from the " Polyptycho " ,  ( 1999 , 2000 ,  2001 ) , First prize from the NATIONAL ACADEMY OF LITERATURE .   Also , he was awarded a plaque  ' Third Literary Olympics 1998 " ,  the first  " Goddess Athena " medal , 1999 ,  the second prize in the Pan Hellenic Competition " Delphi  2000 "  as well as a  Diploma and medal celebrating the seventy years of  " The Greek Literary Writer's Union",  First prize from D.E.E.L. ,  a prize from the European company  E.K.L. ,  a Platinum Vergina Medal for the book  " Peaceful Dawn "  ( 08 / 03 / 2001 )  etc. 

In the year 2000 Vasilis (Fate) Dedes received the award Premio  Artistico  Letteration  International   " PRIMAVERA CATANESE " ( II Presidente Comm. FRANCESCO ROMEO GUZZETTA ) , and was also awarded the Diploma and medal Premio " OSCAR " from the Academia FERDINANDES . He became a member of the INTERNATIONAL WRITER'S AND ARTISTS ASSOCIATION ,  IWA  ( President  Dr. TERESINKA PEREIRA ) ,  New York ,  U.S.A.  ( 13th  September ,  2000 ) .

He received the Diploma for the celebration of Peace from the Impulse N.G.O. Network in India ,  a certificate stating " Honor and Excellence " from the University of TOLEDO  ( Ohio - U.S.A. ) ,  in December ,  2001 and was included the  Worldwide  Poetry Anthology  (Ms  Ilasina  Kharbhih ) .

He got actively involved in the EOKA struggle 1955-1959 for the freedom of Cyprus. In September 1958, after being captured and tortured by British and Turkish intrerogators, he was imprisoned in the concentration camps of Polemi and Mammari, where he was held until the end of the Struggle in 1959. The torture he suffered there, is referred to in his prose work “Odos Eleftherias-Stasi Thanatou” (Liberty Street-Death Stop).

     Between 1970-1973, in collaboration with other poets, he published the “Literature and Arts Review”. It was at his initiative that the Society of Pafos Writers was founded. GRANDMA’S  LACE  CAP

A collection of three tales by YOLANDA PATERAKI , winner of the first prize of the Circle of Greek Children’s Books , 1976 .

The first tale : “ The Giant and the four Oranges ” is the story of a rich landowner , who has 12 sons and who is an old man now , so he gives his land to his sons to till the soil and grow the crops . The young men go out to the fields where many episodes take place , until a giant captures them all and makes them see how certain things are necessary in life . During their captivity they have to go through several “ tests ” and when finally they come out of them , they learn who the giant is and how useful the   “ tests ” were . 

The second tale : “ The Prince and the Wild Succory ” tells of a proud but in reality very tender – hearted prince whom the circumstances of life turn into a cruel and heartless man . But an act of kindness helps him recover his old good nature and become “ human ” again .

The last tale : “ In the Land of the Fairy Tale and the Wind ” is a story rich in poetry . It tells us that tales will live forever among men , they are immortal .

MOONMEN COME TO EARTH

A  DIAPLANETIC  TALE

With the book  “ Moonmen come to earth ” , YOLANDA  PATERAKI  offers to children the first Greek tale of science and fiction .

She offers it in a completely positive way ,since she manages to give through her tale , two parallel canals of teaching . In the one , she inserts the conciliation of the child with Space and at the same time in the other cultivates the child’s love for our planet . So , the young readers acquire the proper contact with the people of  Space without losing their estimation for their own planet and especially for Greece, in which five Moonmen , led by the wise Sving – Svoing , come . The two worlds , the one of Space and the other of Earth , are balanced in the child’s mind who is learning something very correct : that the advanced technology and the mathematic calculations lead to  z e r o  if the human element does not exist . This “ human element ” the Moonmen search to find , and that is why they come to Earth .

Humorous and amusing adventures , false actions of the five Moonmen that happen in Athens during the Carnival celebration , as well as the simple way of expression together with the correct development of the meanings , make this tale very welcome .

THE  MOONMAN 

Who is , in the reality , the Moonman ?   Is he the official taler of moon – as he is using to say now that he is living , by accident , on our earth - , or ……

Anyway , one thing is sure , that the tales he narrates , keep all the children , always , close to him . An inseparable friend of the Moonman is “ Dakandoulis ” , a very clever box – bird ( ! ) , which was found in the moonplane the moment that the Moonman pulled the levers and , instead of going to the planet he wanted , he landed on the Earth .

ALINA  AND  THE  SUN 

It is a book for children of 5 – 7 years old . It contains three little stories .

I . Alina and the sun  -  It is about the usual problems of the young children who do not play with their toys for long and are soon lazy . In a pleasant way , it teaches them how to do with them and how easy it is to amuse themselves .

II . MOHAI , the young duck  -  It is a story concerning the problems of the white and black children  , given in a simple , pleasant way , like a tale .

III . Oh , what have you done , Dionissi ?   -  It is a story that teaches a child not to play with guns and not to like the war . In the contrary it shows best games and the results of killing .

THREE  STORIES  AND  A  TRUTH

It is a book for children of 5 – 7 years old . In a simple , nice adventure two children , brother and sister, go with “ SERPETOULA ” ( a doll from their imagination )  in a very graceful trip . During their trip they visit the house where the “ seasons of the Year ” stay . They visit the country , where the birds live as well as the “ houses of the dreams ” where they meet their well – known tales vivid and they spend time playing with them . After a lot of adventures , they return home and they feel happy because they have discovered a new world through SERPETOULA , their imagination . 

A  TALE – COLLECTION  OF  GREEK  ISLANDS 

This book includes  10  original tales of different Greek islands , as they are told by old people who live on each island .

THE  LADY  OF  THE  AEGEAN  SEA   ( SYROS  ISLAND )

The MASGRAVE family – father from Ireland , mother Greek and five children , two sons and three daughters – come to Syros island – their mother’s native place – to spend their holidays . Being acquainted with the island and its beauty , living incredible adventures there , all children decide to stay and work in this wonderful place .

The decision satisfies their mother but their father too , is very pleased , because he also likes the island and makes plans to spend half of the time in his own country and half of the time in his wife’s island .

UNDER  THE  SUN  OF  CEPHALONIA

A company of boys and girls of the last school classes , go swimming to a Cephalonian beach .

A tall , ugly , skinny man , with bright eyes – Mr. Stefanos –  follow them and sits , overhearing , near the place where the company lays on the sand .

On the first occasion , he becomes acquainted with the company and he always tries to be present in their – even personal – lives .Then , many adventures and humoristic incidents happen . They , all together , visit the more interesting places of Cephalonia and Ithaka islands and learn the traditions as well as the habits and customs of them .

Naturally , none knows  w h o  Mr. Stefanos is and the boys and girls try to discover something concerning his own life and personality . 

At the end , when the school open in September , the company suddenly realizes that Mr. Stefanos is the new D i r e c t o r  of the High School Classes !

THE  SECRET  OF  THE  BLESSED  ISLAND  ( CRETE )

The  “ Secret of the blessed island ” is a chronicle for children over eleven and adults , containing the most interesting historical events as well as the main customs and habits of Crete island ( KRITI ) , one of the most famous Greek islands . 

It is written in the form of a Novel and it is full of adventures so that it can be easily and pleasantly read . 

THE  SHIP  COMES  FROM  PSARA

This book is a Historical Novel for children over eleven and adults , containing the most serious Historical events of  PSARA island , many also events of the Greek revolution ( 1821 ) and it is mixed with adventures which keep the interest of the readers very vivid up to the end of the book .

A  PEARL  SWIMS  ON  THE  WAVES   ( ANDROS )

The  “ Pearl swims on the waves ” is a chronicle for children over eleven and adults . It describes the natural beauties of the island as well as the most important customs and habits of it . The book also contains historical events from the ancient times up to now and exciting adventures of the old and modern times . 

UNDER  THE  SHADOW  OF  THE  STONE  COLUMN

This book tells the adventure two young French professors have faced going to spend their vacation in Aegina Island of Greece . It is referred in it the short history of the island , the myths and legends with a special look at the archaeological founds which are richly offered from its earth .

The amusing story of the novel , the vivid characters , the family traditions as well as the mystery which overhangs from the beginning up to the end , gives us the opportunity to say that it is a really fascinating book .

MY  LITTLE  BROTHER , MY  LITTLE  MAN 

It is a model of family traditions and links , full of tenderness and love , things that rarely exist in our technological days .

It is a hymn to the “ f a m i l y ” as well as an amusing novel , well approved by our deprived contemporary children  . 

A  CHILD  ACQUIRES  THE  VICTORY 

LEONIDAS at the age of twelve , becomes orphan .

His mother dies at the naissance of his twins brothers and his father follows her after some months . So , Leonidas lives with the company of his aged grandmother and the twin babies .

However , the boy has a strong character and an also strong will . He begins working here and there , to be able to help his family . Many events – sorrowful and humoristic- happen during the years in which the twins become men and Leonidas a distinguished citizen who – proud of himself – will say at the end of the story : “ Is it a trifle thing to be able to grow up a whole family and thus , place  t h r e e  suitable stones on the big building called  L I F E ? ”

AN  ADVENTURE  IN  THE  BIG  FOREST

DAPHNI , an orphan girl of eleven years old , lives with her half – blind grandfather in a hut on the mountain in a big forest , which both love pathetically .

One day the grandfather’s son – Tassos – with his wife come from America and decide to root out many trees from the big forest , paying a serious amount of money to the Mayor of the place , and build there an electronic factory , branch of the one he owns in the States . 

Father and son quarrel seriously , and Tassos with his wife leaves the village with the decision not to come back again .

However , an adventure in the forest , which some people , because of profit , begin to burn , make Tassos think the matter over . Finally he returns , he finds another place to install his factory and he replaces the burned trees of the forest .

THE  SECRET  OF  THE  WHELK

The secret of the whelk ? cried the twin sisters – Angeliki and Margaret – at the same time and their mouth wide opened . 

This story “ The story of the whelk ” became at the end , one of the goals of their childhood .

Together with their friends – Alexis and George -  facing the one adventure after the other , they try to solve the mystery , by all means . Are they going to succeed and what will be the end of the gang which was involved with the whelk and the profit of the two sisters ?

THE  CRAZIEST  STORY  IN  THE  WORLD

After many years of research , five wise scientists succeed in making a rocket that can go everywhere . So , they start their scientific journey , destination planet ER . But , one fault movement , of the central lever , changes the rocket’s course and their destination .Without even noticing it , they land on an unknown country of an indescribable beauty , where everything goes on under the rules of a perfect technology . There , the five wise scientists fall into such unbelievable adventures that make the reader burst out laughing . 

All these happenings of the wise scientists create “ The craziest story in the world ” .

THE  LION  -  HEARTED

All the 6 volumes are separated the one from the other , keeping only the same persons as heroes , whose activity goes on , from the 5th  class of the elementary school up to the last class of  High School .

All the volumes are full of adventures , mystery and their central idea is to please the children and show them that even when they are closed in block buildings , without big gardens and fields ,  they can enjoy their spare time if they know how to profit by the occasion .

He , himself , also decides to be washed twice a day .

SACRIFICE  AND  GLORY

This book is the biography of the Archbishop GREGORIOS V , who played a significant role during the Greek Revolution  ( 1821 ) and he was killed by the Turks .

POTAMITIS,  DIMITRIS 

He was born in Cyprus. He attended the Dramatic School of the National Theatre where he studied theatre, and the University of Athens (Philologie).

Mr Potamitis made his acting debut in the ancient theater of Epidaurus, one of the oldest and largest theatres of classical Greece, as Eumylus, in Euripides tragedy “Alkestes”:  the play was presented by the National Theatre of Greece. After his debut, Mr Potamitis appeared in many other important roles in plays by Rattigan, Strindberg, and modern Greek writers. From 1967 to 1970,  Mr Potamitis was a leading actor for the “Proscenium Theater”, which was one of the best-known, fringe theatres in Greece. Alexis Solomos, a great Greek director, presented Mr Potamitis in such well-known plays as Lorca’s “As If  Five Years Past”,  Mayakofsky’s  “The Bed Bug”  Moliere’s  “Malade Imaginaire”,  Aristophanes  “Thesmoforiazouses”,  Brecht’s  “The Good Fellow of Setzuan”  and Kopit’s  “Oh, Dad, Poor Dad, Mama’s  Hung You in the Closet and I’m Felling So Sad”.

In 1973 Dimitris Potamitis opened his own theatre “Research theatre of Athens” (Erevnas), an experimental theatre with a thrust stage, considered to be one of  the best in Greece; his theatre is made up of two companies - one for adults and one for children. The theatre is located in Ano Ilissia in a beautifull neo-classic building and offers daily performances.  For the  last nineteen years, Mr Potamitis has starred in and directed over forty plays including Shaffer’s “Equus”, Pomerange’s  “The Elephant Man”, Moliere’s “Scapen”, Bauomarche’s “Figaro”, Wilde’s  “The Portrait of Dorian Gray”, Ostrofsky’s “The dairy of a Schoundler”, Calderon’s “Life is a Dream”, Kafka’s  “Metamorphosis”,  Burgess  “The clockwork orange”,  Bychner’s  “Lents”,  Shaffer’s  “Five Finger Exercise”, and Ferstein’s  “Torch Song Trilogy” which gave him  “the best actor of the year award”  for 1984;  His play  “Tales of Grandad Aristophanes”  -an adaption based on five Aristophanian plays for children, has been produced in many children’s  theatres around the world. A scene of the play is printed in the reading book of the 5th class in public primery schools of Greece.

In 1979 Mr Potamitis directed a “Collage” based on seven ancient tragedies of Aeschylus, Sophokles and Euripides. The Collage refers to the story of the House of Atreides. This play was performed in the ancient theatres of Heroid Atticus for the Athens Festival. This play as well as many of the “Erevnas” theater productions were filmed for Greek television. Mr. Potamitis has directed such plays as “My Fair Lady”, “Cabaret”  and  “Gone with the Wind”  for other Greek theatre companies.

Dimitris Potamitis is also a writer and poet; six of his collections of poems have been published: “Symposium”, “The Migration of Angels”, “The ancient Saxophone”, “A tree wich thinks it’s a bird”, “The Alter Demetrios”, “The Core Poems”.  He has also translated a lot of English and American plays in Greek. He has written six plays all of which have been produced in Athens theaters:  “The gobbling of the little - Red - Ridding Hood”,  “The last adventures of Adam and Eve”,  “The leash of  Socrates”,  “The upsite down Tales”,  “The Alibi”,  “Tales of Grandad  Aristophanes”.

In 1989 in collaboration with the National Theater of Cyprus, he played the main role in Euripides “Orestes” at the ancient theater in Epidavrus.

Mr Potamitis is a member of the “National Society of the Greek Writers”,  the “International Organization for Children’s Theater”  (ASITEZ),  and the “International Center of Theatre”.

In 1995 he has directed and performed his own play “The Greek Amphibian” and Korneilles’  “Illusion”. He has also published three books: The translation of “Illusion”, his play “The Greek Amphibian” and a book with articles on theatre with the title “The local emigrant”.

SINOU,  KIRA:

She was an employee of the Public Power Corporation  where her work concerned children, students of evening technical schools. Possibly it was this contact which turned her interests towards literature for children. When she gave up her work with PPC during the dictatorship off the colonels, she started with literary translations and later began to write books of  her own. She takes her subjects from palaeontology and prehistory, history and modern life and attemps to impart the information to her reader through action and adventure. She is member of several literary societies, works with magazines for children and is often called for jury service. For her books and translations she has received many prizes, in Greece and abroad. Kira Sinou has written 18 books and translated more than 80 books of classical literature as well as books for children.  Several of her books have been translated in other languages.

Honoured with the “Prize of the Twelve” almost equivalent to the Goncourt Prize in France and with the First Prize for Poetry of awarded for Poetry of the Municipality of Thessaloniki, Takis Varvitsiotis was then awarded the Poetry Prize from the Academy of Athens in 1978 and the First National Prize for Poetry in 1985 for his poetical work and his exceptional revues (“Nouvelle Revue Française”, Mercure de France”, Cahiers du Sud”, “Poetry”, “Equivalencias” etc).

He visited the United States as an official guest at the invitation of the State Department in 1995. There he read his poems and lectured at the Universities of Harvard, Princeton, Yale, Buggalo, California and others. In 1979 he visited Romania as a guest of the Ministry of Culture. In 1980 he represented Greece at the Mondial Congress of Poets in Madrit, Corfu, Florence, Creta and at other international meetings (Belgrade, Tenerife, Luxembourg, Wûrzburg, Granada).

In 1988 Takis Varvitsiotis was honoured in New York at the United Nations with the International Fernando Rielo Prize for mystical poetry, and in 1989 was awarded the title of Chevalier de l’ Ordre Français des Arts et des Letters.

The most recent and highest award for this poetry; the Herder Prize, was presented to him in the University of Vienna, 1994.
